The following provisions constitute the entire agreement by

and between Tamarkin Photographica, L.L.C. (Tamarkin), the
Consignor, and the Buyer and will govern the sale of all property
sold through internet bidding at the Tamarkin auction to be
conducted in Woodbridge, Connecticut on October 30, 2011.

1. BUYER'S COMMISSION

BUYERS WILL PAY TO TAMARKIN A COMMISSION OF
NINETEEN AND ONE-HALF PER CENT (19.5%) OF BUYER'S
WINNING BID PRICE. REAL-TIME INTERNET BIDDERS WILL

2. CONDITION OF PROPERTY

791842, As is well
known, Ernest Hemingway was an avid
sportsman who loved hunting and fishing
and boating. He spent his leisure time di-
vided between Ketchum, Idaho, Key West,

Florida, and Havana, Cuba.

The Hemingway Leica was a gift, during an
African trip, from Hemingway to his friend,
Edison Marshall (1894-1967), a novelist
specializing in adventure stories and, in
1921, an O’Henry First Prize-winning short
story writer. The Leica then passed after
his death from his friend, Dr. Pomeroy
Nichols (1932-2002) of Augusta, Georgia,
a neurosurgeon and, also, an amateur

big game hunter, to Frank Christian, Sr. of
Augusta, a local professional photographer,
official photographer of The Masters Golf
Tournament and of the Augusta National
Golf Club, and founder of the Leica Col-
lectors International (LCl), a precursor

of Leica clubs that have since spread
throughout the world. (It was Christian who
had bought the Leica collection of James
Forsyth, the collector who tried to launch
the Barnack League and who had been the
owner, after Barnack’s son, of Barnack’s

own Null-Serie Leica Nr. 105.)

Eventually Christian traded the Hemingway
Leica to Burns Stanley of Detroit, Michigan,
tax lawyer for the Ford Motor Company
and a well-know Leica collector who also
was a founder of LCI. Stanley also received
from Christian one of the five existing busts
of Oskar Barnack and a copy of Oskar
Barnack’s baptismal certificate. (The photo
copy is included in this lot as is all the cor-

respondence.)

In reference to the 3F Red Dial Leica
Serial No. 791842 that T mailed to vou with

the 50mm Summicron Serial No. 1255243, this

camera originally belonged to Ernest Hemingway.

In the late 50's, he gave this camera to a
fellow adventure writer Edison Marshall while
they were both in Africa.

I had the occasion to visit Edison Marshall

several times and during these occasions we
would talk about photography which he loved.
When he showed me the Leica Ernest Hemingway
had given him he was delighted to see that

I was very excited about it since I collected
Leicas.

After Edison Marshall died I got a call
from Dr. Pomeroy Nichels, a neurcsurgeon in
Augusta who is a big game hunter and close
friend of Edison Marshall. Dr. Nichols
showed me the double barrelled rifles left
to him by Edison Marshall:, and also the Leica.
He =aid that Edison had told him how taken I
was with the Leica and that he would like for
me to‘have it.

I hope this gives you encugh bacKkground
on the Hemingway Leica. T will be writing
you soon about Dr. Clark and the 105 episode.
